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TREASURERȭS UPDATE-APRIL 2018 
 
Greetings from your Treasurer! 
 
Writing this in Mid-march for the April Newsletter, I have only two full months 
of information on hand so far.  As I noted last month, weekly giving in January 
was almost $500/wk ahead of last year, at $3,127/wk.  In February, we started 
our Lenten Wednesday services, and our average per week remained about 
$500/wk ahead of last year, though a bit lower than January, at $2,917/wk.  
This is still a bit below the $3,457/wk needed to hit our budget, but continually exceeding 2017 is 
a positive sign.  
 
Our expenses continue to be held at or under budget.  As noted last month, the amount and timing 
of the early year snows have somewhat hurt our snow removal budget, but otherwise expendi-
tures have remained in line with or under budget.   
 
And since this is tax season, I will toss in one suggestion—have you ever considered sharing back 
part of your tax refund to Godȭs church as a special offering?  Just planting a seed  J . 
 
Once again, thank you for your prayers and support of Good Shepherd.   Tell a friend or neighbor 
about us—or better still, invite them!
